FOR CANADIAN RE SIDENTS 
When arriving back in Ca nada you will have a Customs exemption of 
1.14 liters (40 oz. ) of alcohol. I carton of cigarettes and $Cn75 0.00 
(following an absence from -anada of seven days or more). 

AGRICULTURAL RESTRICTIONS 
The U.S. Agricultural Department advises all passengers, that it is 
forb idden to take ashore any fru it, plants. seeds and meat. This 
includes any flowers purchased onboard. Failure to do so will result in 
a $250 fine. 

o	 Liquids and gels are highly restricted through airport security 
check points. Only up [Q 30z ofliq uids and gels arc 
permissible. 

o	 Put all undeveloped film and cameras with film in yo ur carry­
on baggage:. If your bag will pass through the X-ray machine 
more than five times ask for a han d inspection to prevent 
damage. 

o	 Consider putting personal belongings in clear plasti c bags to 
reduce the chance that a Secur ity Officer will have to handle 
them . 

o	 Pack shoes, boors. sneakers and ot her foorwear on to p of other 
contents in your luggage. 

o	 Avoid over-packing your bag allowing the Securi ty Offi cer to 
easily reseal your bag ifit is opened for inspection. If possible, 
spread your contents over several bags. 

o	 Do no t wrap presents. 

o Avoid packing food and drink items. 

o	 Don't stack piles of books or documents on top of each other; 
spread them out within your baggage. 

j Medication must be prescribed and be in the name of the 
ticket holder. 

Due ro enhanced security measures liquids. gels. lotions and other 
items of similar consisrency are highly restricte d in carry-on 
baggage. We recommend tha t these types of items be packed in 
your checked baggage. You are permi tted to bring solid cosmetics 
and personal hygiene items such as lipstick, lip balm and similar 
solids.
